The Paschal Mystery
is celebrated and made present in the Liturgy so
that we can obtain the fruit of Jesus’ death and
Resurrection, that is, the forgiveness of our sins
and the new life of the Holy Spirit

Whereas in Lent we repented, in Eastertide we
rejoice. Whereas we fasted, now we feast.
Whereas we gave alms, now we give witness in
all manner of ways to all people that Christ is
truly risen, the old world order is passed away
and the reign of God is begun. Begun in the
newly baptized, newly oiled believers who have
taken their place at Christ’s table. Begun again
in us who were baptized and chrismated long
ago or last Easter.
In Central Europe, it’s customary to spritz
people with water on Easter Monday, to
remember baptism, to make merry and in some
cultures, even to choose a spouse! The bathed
and anointed church is the risen Christ’s spouse.
