WORD OF THE WEEK: PROSTRATING - 
In this rarely used posture, an individual lies full-
length on the floor, face to the ground. A posture 
of deep humility, it signifies our willingness to 
share in Christ’s death so as to share in his 
Resurrection (see Rom 6). It is used at the 
beginning of the Celebration of the Lord’s 
Passion on Good Friday and also during the 

Litany of the Saints in the Rite of Ordination, when those to be ordained deacons, 
priests, and bishops prostrate themselves in humble  
prayer and submission to Christ.

WORLD YOUTH DAY CROSS AND ICON: known as the 
"Holy Year Cross", the "Jubilee Cross", the "WYD Cross", the 
"Pilgrim Cross"; many call it the "Young People´s Cross" because 
it has been given to young people to take across the world, to all 
places at all times . In 1984, the Holy Year of the Redemption, 
when Pope John Paul II decided that a cross, symbol of the faith, 
had to be near the main altar of Saint Peter´s Basilica, where 

everyone could see it. So a great wooden cross was installed, 3.8 meters high, 
exactly as he wished. At the end of the Holy Year, after closing the Holy Door, 
the Pope handed this cross to the young people of the world. His words on that 
occasion were: "Dear young people, on closing the Holy Year, I entrust to you 
the sign of this Jubilee Year: the Cross of Christ! Take it around the world as sign 
of the love of the Lord Jesus for humanity and proclaim to all that only in Christ 
dead and risen is there salvation and redemption" (Rome, April 22, 1984). 
 

CATECHETICAL SESSIONS ON THE NEW ROMAN MISSAL: Did you 
miss our March mission presentation on the new Roman Missal? Do you still 
have questions about the new words that we will be using at Mass beginning 
November 27? We will be repeating (a condensed version) of the catechetical 
sessions that were offered earlier this year for anyone who is interested in a 
learning more about the newly translated prayers. Join us on June 1 or 8 from 9 – 
10:30 am in Cahill hall. The new translation offers us a wonderful means to 
reclaim the theological richness of the words of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass.  
 

DIOCESAN FEAST CELEBRATION: MAY 31, 7:30 PM: All are invited to 
this annual feast which takes place at Mary Queen of the World Cathedral.  At 
this celebration, our Archbishop will award the Ignace Bourget Diocesan Award 

of Merit to Mrs. Margaret Million and to Père Pierre Côté, S.J. in recognition of 
the remarkable contribution these two people have made to the Church of 
Montreal.
