DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE: HELP A JUST WORLD TAKE ROOT 
Development and Peace has accompanied the small scale farmers of Tareach, 
Cambodia for 15 years. In 1996 D&P introduced 192 families to cooperative 
working that would allow the communities to become self-sufficient. A rice bank 
was created with free seeds from D&P. After the harvest they returned the rice 
borrowed and donated 20% of their harvest to the bank. Today, 19 tonnes are 
available for lending. In addition, a cow bank, plus savings and loans self-help 
groups implemented by D&P have been very successful. If you have not already 
done so, please pick up a copy of our annual Lenten Solidarity Calendar, 
available at the back of the church.
