MOST REV. CHRISTIAN LÉPINE, NEW ARCHBISHOP OF MONTREAL. 
His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI has accepted the resignation of His Eminence 
Jean-Claude Cardinal Turcotte and named the Most 
Reverend Christian Lépine as Archbishop of Montréal. 
At the time of his appointment, Bishop Lépine was 
Auxiliary Bishop of Montréal. Cardinal Turcotte has 
been responsible for the Archdiocese of Montréal for 22 
years. As stipulated by the Code of Canon Law,  
cardinal Turcotte offered his resignation after attaining 
the age of 75 years in 2011.  With the announcement of 
the acceptance of the resignation of Cardinal Turcotte, 
the Holy Father also announced that he appointed him 
as Apostolic Administrator of Montréal until the new 
Archbishop takes canonical possession of his Archdiocese.  May Our Lord 
abundantly grace Archbishop Lépine, and give him zeal and strength to proclaim 
the gospel as his new ministry begins.
