JUSTICE AND PEACE NEWS: Thank you to everyone who signed the
Development and Peace Petition to the House of Commons demanding respect
for the rights of small-scale farmers to preserve, exchange, and use seeds. As
you may know, multinational seed companies are gradually replacing the
immense diversity of farmer seeds with industrial varieties, patenting seeds, and
threatening the ability of small family farmers to produce food for their families
and communities. Crop biodiversity, which small family farmers help to create
and maintain, is our single most crucial tool in helping us to adapt to changes in
our food system. Without small family farmers and peasants who perform the
labour intensive task of preserving seeds, biodiversity and the future of food is
threatened. On March 30 our petition was presented in the House of Commons.
The same petition was presented by MPs from Catholics in other ridings across
the country. Members of Becket’s Justice and Peace Committee will continue to
meet with local MPs to help maintain the profile of this important issue and we
will keep you posted.
