A warden is a
parishioner elected to be a director, or administrator, of the church corporation
whose object is to acquire, possess, hold and administer property for the practice
of the Roman Catholic religion. Therefore the warden is not a pastoral agent
directing the spiritual and pastoral life of the parish.

WORDS TO PONDER BY ST. THOMAS AQUINAS

“How is it they live for eons in such harmony—the billions of stars—when most
men can barely go a minute without declaring war in their mind against someone
they know?”
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
