THE WEEK OF SALVATION
Holy Week is the most sacred time of
the  Church  year, when we
commemorate the last week of Jesus’
life on earth on the days leading up to
Easter. It begins with Palm Sunday,
marking Jesus’ triumphant entry into
Jerusalem. The central features of the
service on this day are the procession
with the blessed palms and the reading
of the Gospel of the Passion.

The Easter Triduum, the three days just before Easter Sunday, begins with Holy
Thursday, when we ‘represent’ the Last Supper. The priest washes the feet of some
parishioners, just as Jesus did. At the Last Supper, Jesus instituted the Eucharist and
the priesthood.

On Good Friday, day of Jesus’ crucifixion and death, we again read the Passion,
and then venerate the Cross at three o’clock in the afternoon (the hour He died), by
kissing the Cross to show honour and respect for Christ’s sacrifice for our sake.
There is no consecration of the Eucharist on this day, and the Communion we
receive will be from Holy Thursday, reserved in the tabernacle of repose.

On Holy Saturday, we keep watch for the rising of Our Saviour. On this day He
went down to the netherworld to bring with Him into heaven those who had died
before His coming. Until this time, the gates to heaven were closed because of the
Original Sin of Adam. By paying the price for our sins on the Cross, Jesus gained
for us our eternal salvation, and heaven was opened once more.

The Easter Triduum is an intense immersion in the mystery of what it is to be
Christian. During these days, we suffer with Christ so that we might rise with Him at
His Resurrection. Holy Week is a time when our minds and hearts should be fixed
on Jesus and what He did for us. Let us bear the Cross so that we may be worthy to
wear the crown He wore.

“CHRIST DESCENDED INTO HELL” (APOSTLE’S CREED)

: : Z In the Apostle’s Creed we say,

“Christ descended into hell”.
Isn’t that contrary to Scripture?
This is Holy Week, the most
| sacred time for every Christian,
where we commemorate the final
days of Jesus’ earthly ministry.
Where does it say in the Bible
that Christ descended into hell
after His death? Christ Himself
declares his power over hell in
Revelation 1:17-18 “Do not be
| afraid. 1 am the First and the
Last. 1 amthe Living One; | was
dead, and now look, I am alive
for ever and ever! And I hold the
keys of death and Hades.”
Actually, Christ's descent into Hell is mentioned in Scripture, in 1 Peter 3:18-22:
“For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might
bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit: By
which also he went and preached unto the spirits in prison; Which sometimes were
disobedient...” This is called the “harrowing of Hell,” suggesting that Christ came
as a victor and a liberator. St. Peter seems to treat this harrowing of Hell as
something more or less understood by the early Christians: the Apostle's Creed
confirms and explains what that early consensus was. So in fact, the Bible and the
Apostle's Creed agree.
Scripture calls the abode of the dead, to which the dead Christ went down, "hell"---
Sheol in Hebrew or Hades in Greek---because those who are there are deprived of
the vision of God. Such is the case for all the dead, whether evil or righteous, while
they await the Redeemer: which does not mean that their lot is identical, as Jesus
shows through the parable of the poor man Lazarus who was received into
"Abraham's bosom". As the Catechism of the Catholic Church expresses it:"It is
precisely these holy souls, who awaited their Savior in Abraham's bosom, whom
Christ the Lord delivered when he descended into hell." Jesus did not descend into
hell to deliver the damned, nor to destroy the hell of damnation, but to free the just
who had gone before Him because only it affirms that only through Jesus Salvation
can be attained like Jesus says: “I am the Way, I am the Truth and I am the Life.”
This is what the Apostle's Creed means when it says that Jesus “descended into
hell.” And as you can see, it's quite consistent with Scripture.

“Never forget that there are only two philosophies to rule your life: the one of the
cross, which starts with the fast and ends with the feast. The other of Satan,
which starts with the feast and ends with the headache.”
