FEAST OF ST FRANCIS OF ASSISI: October 4

Francesco Bernardone was born in 1181 at Assisi,
Umbria, Italy. The son of a wealthy cloth merchant,
he lived a lavish and irresponsible life. At twenty, he
went to war against Perugia, but was captured and
imprisoned.  During  his  imprisonment  he
experienced a vision from Christ and changed his
life completely. The Lord told him to “rebuild my
Church”, and this one friar had a huge
transformative effect on the whole mediaeval
Church. He left all his possessions and embraced
complete poverty, taking the Gospel as his rule of
life. He wore ragged old clothes, begged for food,
preached peace and was part of the first “mendicant”
order of friars, in contrast to the more usual monks
who stayed in their monasteries. He began to attract followers, and in 1209 with
papal blessing he founded the Friars Minor (Franciscans). Then, in 1212, with St.
Clare of Assisi, he founded the Order of "Poor Ladies," now known as the "Poor
Clares." He also founded the "Third Order of Penance" which included lay
people. Two years before Francis died, and when he was forty-two years old —
one year after he had built the first crib in honor of Our Lord — he went off to a
lonely mountain called Mount Alvernia, to prepare himself by forty days of
fasting and prayer for the feast of Saint Michael, the greatest of God’s angels,
whose feast day is September 29. On the feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross
on September 14, Saint Francis received in his hands, feet and side the Sacred
Wounds from Our Lord’s own body. The wounds Jesus gave him stayed in his
hands, feet and side, and continually bled for two more years, until he died in
1226. He was canonized by Gregory IX less than two years later, and is perhaps
the most-beloved saint in the Church, revered also by many non-Catholics. St.
Francis is the patron saint of animals and of ecology. Today the Franciscans are
the 3rd-largest religious order (after the Jesuits and the Salesians), and his
followers include also the Capuchins and the Friars of the Renewal and others.
The Franciscans are also the official custodians of the holy places in the Holy
Land.

NOTES ON HOLY COMMUNION

If you are not receiving Holy Communion because of an irregular living
situation, or you have serious sins on your conscience and have not yet been to
Confession, or you are not Catholic, or if you are a child who has not made your
first Communion, you may approach with your arms crossed and the priest or
other minister of Communion will say “Receive the Lord Jesus in your heart”.
These words are meant to encourage the recipient to make a “spiritual
communion” (in which we express our faith in Christ and in His Presence in the
Eucharist, and we ask Him to unite Himself with us.
