WHAT DOES ‘AMEN’ MEAN? The word Amen is one of a small number of
Hebrew words which have been imported unchanged into the liturgy of the Church.
So frequent was this Hebrew word in the mouth of Our Savior Jesus Christ. St.
Matthew attributes it to Our Lord twenty-eight times, and St. John in its doubled
form twenty-six times. As regards the etymology, Amen is a derivative from the
Hebrew verb aman (IMO  "to  strengthen” or  “confirm".)

Therefore, by saying Amen we confirm
what we believe and prayed for.
