All
of the current hot-button topics are addressed: faith
versus science, the status of women, the clergy
abuse scandals, contraception, and same-sex
unions.  Without excusing or justifying
wrongdoing, the author clarifies the official
teachings of the Church on these matters. He then
demonstrates that much popular opinion about
Catholicism has been based on misunderstanding
and misinformation. No book can answer everyone's questions, objections, and
concerns about the Catholicism, but this work examines seven of the most
controversial and most common myths about the Catholic Church. Christopher
Kaczor, Ph.D., a husband and father, is a professor of philosophy at Loyola
Marymount University.
