POPE FRANCIS ON TRUE WEALTH 

"Where am I at with my detachment from 

possessions, from wealth? Do I complain 

about what I lack, or do I know how to be 

content with what I have? In the name of 

money or opportunity, am I tempted to 

sacrifice relationships and sacrifice time 

with others? And yet again, does it happen 

that I sacrifice legality and honesty on the 

altar of covetousness? And so, we might 

think, so, no one 

should desire to get rich? Certainly, you can; rather, it is right to want it. It is 

beautiful to become rich, but rich according to God! God is the richest of anyone. 

He is rich in compassion, in mercy. His riches do not impoverish anyone, do not 

create quarrels and divisions. It is a richness that knows how to give, to distribute, 

to share. Brothers and sisters, accumulating material goods is not enough to live 

well, for Jesus says also that life does not consist in what one possesses (see Lk 

12:15). It depends, instead, on good relationships – with God, with others, and 

even with those who have less. So, let us ask ourselves: For myself, how do I want 

to get rich? Do I want to get rich according to God or according to my 

covetousness? And, returning to the topic of inheritance, what legacy do I want to 

leave? Money in the bank, material things, or happy people around me, good works 

that are not forgotten, people that I have helped to grow and mature? May Our 

Lady, who shared in God’s riches, help us understand what the true goods of life 

are, the ones that last forever." 
 

WORTHWHILE READING 

To Love and Be Loved: A Personal Portrait of Mother Teresa by Jim Towey 

Mother Teresa was one of the most admired women of the 

20thcentury, and her memory continues to inspire charitable 

work around the world. She believed the greatest need of a 

human being is to love and be loved. In 1948, she founded 

the Missionaries of Charity to work directly with the very 

poorest of Calcutta. From the efforts of one woman entering 

the slums of Entally, the Missionaries of Charity grew into 

an organization running soup kitchens, health clinics, 

hospices, and shelters in 139 countries, at no cost to any 

government or to those served. In 2016, she became Saint 

Teresa of Calcutta. 
 

Author Jim Towey had been a high-flying Congressional staffer and lawyer in the 

1980s until a brief meeting with Mother Teresa illuminated the emptiness of his 

life. He began volunteering at one of her soup kitchens and using his legal skills 

and political connections to help the Missionaries of Charity. When Mother Teresa 

suggested he take shifts at her AIDS hospice, Towey realized he was all in. Soon, 

he gave up his job and possessions and became a full-time volunteer for Mother 

Teresa.  He travelled with her frequently, arranged her meetings with politicians, 

and handled many of her legal affairs. 
 

To Love and Be Loved is a firsthand account of Mother Teresa’s last years, and the 

first book ever to detail her dealings with worldly matters. We see her gracefully 

navigate the opportunities and challenges of leadership, the perils of celebrity, and 

the humiliations and triumphs of aging. We also catch her indulging in chocolate 

ice cream, making jokes about mini-skirts, and telling the President of the United 

States he’s wrong. Above all, we see her extraordinary devotion to God and to the 

very poorest of His children. Mother Teresa taught Towey to be more prayerful, 

less selfish, more humble, less worldly, more in love with God, and less in love 

with himself.
